Lent starts on March 1st this year and at Parkman Congregational we will be observing Lent. The basic 
meaning of Lent is a time where Christians focus on simple living, prayer, and fasting in order to grow 
closer to God. If you were to map out on a calendar the season of Lent, you would notice that it is about 

10 percent of the year. So Lent is kind of like a yearly tithe of your time before the Lord.  

We are called to live out our lives unto the Lord. We are called to give everything we have to the Lord. 
We see a glimpse of this in the Lordôs Prayer, which can be found in the Gospel of Matthew chapter 6 

verses 9-13. 

'Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name, your kingdom come, your will be done on earth 
as it is in heaven. Give us today our daily bread. Forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven 

our debtors. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one.' ESV 
 

The Lordôs Prayer is the perfect outline for how we are to pray. Many of us see it as a prayer, and in a 

sense it is, but Jesus said, ñthis, then, is how you should prayéò  

What does it mean to pray like this? Well, letôs look at the outline. We should always start off recognizing 
how the Lord is holy, how the Lord is the Lord of all, and that He alone deserves all our praise. Then we 
recognize that as followers we have a commission, we are to bring about His glory here on earth, and 
the best part about that is that He does the work through us ï as long as we submit to Him. After that we 
seek His provision; all through the scriptures we see the Lord providing for His people, yet for some   
reason we also see His people at times trying to provide for themselves, without recognizing that it was 
God who gave them their gifts. Next comes seeking forgiveness, we hopefully desire to have God 
cleanse us and grow us, in order for this to happen we have to ask Him to check out our hearts. And   
finally, we ask God to protect us from our temptations that He has revealed to us. Evil will happen, that is 

part of the fallen condition, but as we seek Godôs will God will protect us. 
 

Lent comes around once every year, and while it symbolically is a tithe of your time for the year, we have 
to remember ï it is just that ï itôs symbolic. We are called to give our entire beings to God all year round. 
God is our Lord and Savior, He is our King, He provides for our every need. The problem is that if we 
arenôt seeking God to cleanse us, to grow us, to reign over our lives ï then do we really believe that God 
is God. This is the problem in many groups of people who say they are followers. They are willing to give 
up part of themselves, and usually that part is only when they are in the church for a set amount of time 

a week. What would it look like if we submitted to the Lord at all times? Would we see victory? 

So this Lent, as we study the true meaning of the Lordôs Prayer, let us seek His will, let us fast and pray 
that God reveal Himself to us. Let us decide now that we are tired of living like the world, really that we 
are tired of living no different than the world. And let us live our lives entirely for the Lord. Let us be a 

body of faith that strives to bring about the Kingdom of God, on earth, as it is in heaven.

Kevin Phile called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm; Fred Ogrinc opened with prayer. Minutes from the       
January 24, 2017 meeting were read and approved as read. 
  
Treasurerôs Report ïThe checking account had a beginning balance of $21.61 as of December 31, 2016. 

After receipts in the amount of $14,383.16 and checks in the amount of $12,239.71 leaving a balance of 
$2,165.06 as of January 31, 2017. The savings account had a beginning balance and ending balance of 
$11,904.28. Kevin Phile inquired about having an audit done. Dave Smith will check with Emily Mach 
Trustees ï Fred did a quite a bit of maintenance work around the church. Trustees discussed the upcoming 

work day. Trustees are thinking of making a work list and ask people to sign up for specific jobs for the work 
day on May 20 with rain date May 27.
